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Africa

Poverty is the most significant threat facing the world today, and threatens to dominate our
future. A failure to solve the seemingly intractable problem of global poverty in the Majority
World offers a grim present and even worse future.

And if we do not work faster, better, and harder, with more money and greater impact - we will
miss the 2015 targets.

In partnership with the Christian Women Social Welfare Association, ARWA supports the
Katuba Health Project in DRC.

This program aims to improve and develop sustainable livelihoods for the rural and urban poor,
in particular for female-headed households and people living with HIV.

Our Focus

Our long term goal is to improve the health and well being of women and children in poor and
vulnerable communities in Katanga. To achieve this, ARWA, aims to provide health care and
maternity services to the people of Katuba, relieving the suffering of vulnerable families,
improving the quality of basic health care, and ensuring a good medical coverage in these
communities.

In Africa, there are many urgent problems and needs and the most important we have identified
so far is the setting up of a maternity clinic in Katuba with our partners, a semi rural several
hundred thousand people.



Katuba (township) is a semi rural township of several hundred thousand people, 20km from the
city of Lubumbashi and it township is comprised of several compounds.

This semi rural township was once a flourished place to leave with most of its inhabitant working
classes and professionals. The history of DR Congo has been one of civil war and corruption.
After independence in 1960, the country immediately faced an army mutiny and an attempt at
secession by its mineral-rich province of Katanga.

The end of the war and the return of displaced people coupled with the exodus of people from
rural areas wanting to settle in Katuba. This brutal demographic explosion requires certain
essential health infrastructure to be set up in order to meet the urgent needs of the people of
Katuba.

It was along this line that and taking into account the high demographic density, the lack of
health care facilities in the vicinities and the number of patients who normally walk miles and
miles to the nearest health centre that ARWA and the Christian Women Social Welfare
Association (Congo) have launched the Katuba Maternity and Health Care Community Project
to build a 35 bed infrastructure in Katuba.

ARWA believes that integrating development with relief can relieve immediate suffering while
building community capacities.

This concept of development is turned into action through supporting partner agencies to work
with poor communities that are taking their own path to development, through community self
help, self reliance and local participation in the implementation and management of activities.

Dr Esther Charlesworth, Kevin O’ Brien and Sam Crawford from the Architects Without Frontiers
of Australia have kindly agreed to provide the architectural design of the facility as part of their
contribution to the project.




Temporary Shelters for internally displaced people in Katanga project

The African Relief & Welfare Agency has received a generous donation of building material for
temporary shelters from the Flying Elephants LLC Band in Tokyo..

The material will be assembled in Lubumbashi to make temporary shelters with shelf life of up to
20 years. The infill panels with aluminum metal frames; and the extra vinyl material and the
roofing system which can be split in up to five sections (there are two roofing systems
available).

The exteriors of the panels are white, and the interiors are black. They have an aluminum metal
frame. Two can be placed together to create a “tent” which will make for good shelter. This roof
system can be expected to last up to 20 years and, for the cost to build and space it covers, can
not be beat in price and the overall size, which can be divided into three or five separate roof
systems.

These shelters will accommodate up to 100 families. An engineer will fly from Japan to come
and build the shelters at no cost to your organisation. The benefit to Katanga will be enormous
as the internally displaced people will be giving a roof while a permanent solution is being
sought.

They range in size but are mainly about 3.5 meters by 5 meters in size).

In partnerships with the Christian Women Social Welfare Association, ARWA is to erect
temporary shelters for the internally displaced people in Katanga. Mr. Braden Bahr Building
Operations Director from Flying Elephants LLC will oversee the work and help build the shelters
in Katanga in about 8 weeks time.
